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What's the difference between red \
and white wine?

Beginners, because they don't know any better, ask the interesting questions wine experts know better than
to ask.

A few months ago in wine class a woman asked, "What's the difference between red wine and white wine?"
and everyone laughed. | think what she meant was why are red and white wine so different.

Obviously, white wine comes from white grapes and red winmfred, but if you press red grapes gently, you
get white juice. Some of the most famous Champagneonsidered a white wine is made from red grapes
and always has been.

The big difference between white and red is that after pressing out the juicayireglis fermented with its

grape skins, and white wine is not. All manner of tannins, pigments, and other compounds are extracted from
the skin contact. This is what makes red wine a "bigger" glass of wine than white. There's literally more stuff i
the juice.

If you press red grapes normally, you get pink juice. If you just ferment this juice and don't add the skins back
in, you get pink wine: around the world, it's called rosato, rosado, rose, gray, gris, pink, and even white, as in
white zinfandel.

Pnk wines are stereotypically thought to be weakened, softer versions of real red wine, and some Americans
see rose as- forgive me-- a lady's drink.
